Considering that:
On the basis of the proposal entitled “A Proposal for a Three-Detector  Short-Baseline Neutrino Oscillation Program in the Fermilab Booster Neutrino Beam” submitted in January 2015[footnoteRef:1]  and a detailed review of the scientific merits, the technological feasibility and estimates of the needed resources, the  Fermilab Director has recommended the approval of the above-mentioned Proposal. The Fermilab SBN Program is governed by a Memorandum of Understanding, along with Addenda and Amendments. Each Addenda sets out specific responsibilities of participating Institutions and/or Funding Agencies. 

It is agreed as follows :
Article 1: Purpose
1.1	The purpose of this Addendum and its Annexes is to lay down the terms of participation between [Collaborating Institution and/or Funding Agencies] and Fermilab in Phase 1 of the Short Baseline Neutrino Program.
1.2	All the Annexes referred to herein are an integral part of this Addendum.

Article 2: Parties
