After phone calls with Jim Fountain and Kurt Fischer during July, final outcome around July 16th is that if NOvA has an ESAAB for CD3b prior to certification being issued, OECM will state for the ESAAB that “FRA doesn’t have certification.”  Also, as little as 2 months of data may suffice for followup review.
